Return to the Public Celebration of Mass and the Sacraments

Public Mass will be celebrated on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays at 7.30pm in Tullyallen. There will be no Mass on
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays to accommodate the cleaning and sanitising of the church after each Mass. At the
moment there will be no public Mass on Sundays as the Sunday Mass might attract a larger crowd and therefore compromise
the health and safety of everyone attending.

The reason for three evening Masses is to accommodate as many families as possible. Could people agree to go to one
evening Mass each week and make that Mass their ‘Sunday Mass’?

We do not want to rush. This is a gradual process. Anyone still shielding should not attend Mass at this time. The health and
safety of everyone is of paramount importance. These new arrangements will be reviewed after a month.
