Week of Prayer for Christian Unity 18th - 25th January 
2022 Theme: ‘We Saw His Star in the East’ 
The story of the Magi visiting the Holy Family in Bethlehem is one 
very familiar to us.   The Magi travel from far-off countries, and 
represent diverse cultures, yet they are driven by the same hunger 
to see and know the new-born king and are gathered into the little 
house in Bethlehem in the simple act of giving homage. In this we 
can find a metaphor for Christian unity: that is, of different             
Christian peoples drawn together in their common search to           
recognise Christ, to know him and to worship him and witnessing 
to wider need for unity and to overcome injustice.
